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1. What are the advantages of working legally in Taiwan?

Migrant workers who work legally in Taiwan are entitled to
legitimate protection of relevant labor rights in addition
to the salary income they deserve. If you do not violate
any laws and regulations of Taiwan during the period
of employment and leave Taiwan simply because of the
termination of employment or the expiration of the period
of employment, or if you initially fail to pass the medical
examination and pass the said checkup later after returning
to your native country for treatment, you are then eligible
to apply for a visa to work in Taiwan once again, but your
cumulative employment period in Taiwan shall not exceed
12 years. However, foreign home care workers who meet
certain qualifications and conditions may extend their work
period to 14 years.

2. What will happen if you run away from your legal
employer during the period of employment in Taiwan?

In accordance with Articles 73 and 74 of the Employment
Services Act, a migrant worker who is absent from work
without any permission or valid reason and unreachable
for 3 consecutive days shall be dismissed from employment
and ordered to leave the country, and the said individual
shall not be allowed to work in Taiwan again; moreover, if
a migrant worker works illegally while he/she is reported
as missing, he/she shall be liable to a fine of between
NT$30,000 and NT150,000, that is, a runaway migrant
worker will be arrested and deported at any time, and he/
she shall not be allowed to work in Taiwan again for any
reason.

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3.What can you do if you are reported as missing?

1. If you have any concerns about any violation of your
rights and interests during your work in Taiwan, please use
the channels provided by the Ministry of Labor to seek
assistance. If you opt to run away and work illegally, you
are highly likely to be controlled by an illegal employer or
broker who may take advantage of you and you are at risk
of suffering from exploitation and maltreatment. Besides,
you will have no protection at all in medical care, life or
work. When you are injured or sick, you are not covered by
Labor Insurance and National Health Insurance program
and seeing a doctor normally will be impossible. It will be
difficult for you to protect your basic human rights when
meeting with adversities.

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Police searched Indonesian migrant workers selling
counterfeit goods and found that a woman named Ami, an
Indonesian migrant worker, had come to Taiwan many years
ago to work. Her husband Ali, far away in Indonesia, also
came to Taiwan to work alongside Ami because he missed
her. They lived together and gave birth to a daughter called
Xiaoli, who was lovely but also increased family expenses.
One day, Ami got a hunch: she knew that many good
friends, who were also from Indonesia, were fond of brand-
name products. So, she went online to purchase counterfeit
CHANEL perfumes from the Chinese online platform Tao*,
where counterfeit goods such as CASIO watches, ADIDAS
sportswear, etc., were sold. She then resold those items
through her personal Facebook account and LINE groups to
fellow Indonesians in Taiwan.

However, in Taiwan it is illegal to sell counterfeit products.
So, the police tracked down Ami and searched her home
where they found many counterfeit perfumes, watches,
etc., over 400 items in total, with an infringing market value
of about NTS 2 million.

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1.What is human trafficking?

Human trafficking is a modern illegal transaction. The
victims are often lured, coerced, unwillingly treated as
merchandise, affix with a price tag and trafficked between
countries, most of the victims come from Asia and Eastern
European countries, with the majority being women,
children and migrant workers.
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2.What are the causes of human trafficking?

Globalization caused international population to move
frequently, making cross-border manpower movements
become the norm, and people from economically backward
countries, in order to support their families and pursue
a better life, move to work in other countries. But there
are some people with ulterior motives that treat these
vulnerable people as commodities for trade and continue
to exploit them for long periods of time. Human trafficking
is mainly divided into three types: "sexual exploitation”,
"labor exploitation" and "organ harvesting". With the
increase of migrant worker population in Taiwan, labor
exploitation and sexual exploitation by human traffickers is
also gradually emerging in our country.

1. What is sexual assault?

Sexual assault is not about sex but an act of violence.
It is a gross violation of human rights and a sexual act
without consent.

© Simply put, any sexual contact that occurs without your
consent and/or by means of physical force, coercion,
threat, hypnotism and in any other way that goes
against your wishes is considered sexual assault and
abuse.

© In addition, as long as any part of your body is groped
or fondled against your wishes by someone else and
the unwelcome touching is considered lascivious, such
physical contact is also considered an act of sexual
assault.
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2. What should you do if you are sexually assaulted?

© Keep calm: Do not irritate the individual. Do not fight
back. Try to calm the person down and avoid making
the situation worse.

© Protect yourself: Especially your head, face, neck, breast,
abdomen and other important parts of your body.

© Cry out for help: Shout "shihuole!" to draw attention
from others.

© Leave the scene immediately: Leave the scene to a safe
place. Ask a neighbor to help or seek assistance at your
local sexual assault prevention center.

© Go to the police: Go to police station and ask to be taken
to a hospital for medical care or a shelter.

© Keep the perpetrator's physical traits in mind.

© Keep the crime scene intact. Do not move
or touch any items on the site.

© Do not wash your body so that the
perpetrator's hair or sperm can collected.

Migrant workers often drink with friends after work and
during their spare time. The majority of them ride bicycles
or electric bicycles but since they are unfamiliar with the
traffic law, they consider riding electric bicycles while drunk
will not be fined as riding the regular bicycles.

9 Notes on Riding a Motorcycle

1. Helmets are mandatory for both the motorcyclist and passenger.

2. Motorcycles use the right-hand lane of the road, and signs and
markings must be followed accordingly.

3. Riding a motorcycle dangerously, including zigzag riding, severely
exceeding the speed limit, or arbitrarily approaching or suddenly
changing lanes to force other motorcycles to give way is strictly pro-
hibited.

4. Motorcycles are prohibited on highways or expressways; however,
motorcycles over 250cc are permitted on expressways.

5. Except for those over 250cc,
motorcycles should stay on
the outer 2 lanes on a 3-lane
single direction road. Where
there is a "No Motorcycle"4:77
#d1 (sign or marking), the
motorcyclist must follow

6. Motorcyclists must follow
the two-stage left turn
rule when turning at inter-
sections.

3. No parking or temporary parking is permitted within 10 meters of an
intersection or a bus stop; or 5 meters from fire hydrants and fire
station entrances.

4. Temporary parking in a yellow grid or lane channel marking is strictly
prohibited.

5. Motorcycles over 250cc must be parked in a car parking bay. Other
motorcycles must park in dedicated spaces.

6. Parking in space dedicated to the disabled is pro-
hibited without a certificate.
