If
the number of a year doesn’t coincide with that in the previous periodicals, please take the figures
contained in this abstract as a basis.

A total of 40 tables have teen compiled in and the data contained in this abstract are classified into
9 categories, they are: Land, Population, Administrative Organization, Agriculture, Forestry,
Fishery and Livestock, Mining, Industry Commerce and City & Village Reconstruction, Finance,
Education and Culture, Health , Social Welfare.
