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EXPLANATORY NOTE

1. The purpose of compiling and publishing this yearbook is to provide data relating
general basic situation of the county and major accomplishments of the district office so as
to facilitate the related organizations concerned in executing their public functions.

2. All data contained in this yearbook are either provided by various offices of the municipal
government in the form of statistical reports or the results of investigations from people and
that made by the Department of Budget- Accounting and Statistics with deep hope of perfect
data, there are some data picked from other periodicals.

3. Information listed in the publication, mainly in 2023, but the case is easy to
understand the progress of the policy, the total number of years as far as possible
nearly side by side for comparison. As if each of the figures published in the
Yearbook differ from those in previous years, with a number listed in the yearbook.

4. A total of 41 tables have been compiled in and the data contained in this yearbook are
classified into 9 categories, they are: Land, Population, Administration, Agriculture,
Forestry, Fishery and Animal Husbandry, Industry, Business and City Construction,
Finance and Taxation, Education and Culture, Environmental Protection, Social Welfare,
Other. Besides the analysis in the preceding chapter, we also increase simple explanation
and statistical chart to develop users' realization.

5. The measure units used in this yearbook are of metric system, but those units applied in the
summary, which can not convert to metric system, are remarked respectively. If conditions
are special, we use another unit and note it. If the figures in the table are long, we lift the
unit count 5 and higher fractions as units and disregarding the rest. Therefore the total
number doesn't always coincide with the detail number.

6. The word “year”, used in the table, refers to the entire year, “End of year” refers to the period
until the end of the December of that year, “Month” refers to the entire month, if conditions
are special, we use another unit and note it , for example academic year. “Academic year”
refers to August 1 of the year and ends on July 31 of the next year.
