With deep hope of perfect data, there are some picked from other
periodicals.

3. The figures contained 1n this abstract are mainly preferred to the year of 2012 and the
data from 2008 through 2012 are also listed. Any differences of the figures in the
previous editions are subject to this revision. Examining these comparisons makes us
know the tendency in the future. If the number of a year doesn’t coincide with that in
the previous periodicals, please take the figures contained in this abstract as a basis.

4. A total of 41 tables have been compiled 1n and the data contained in this abstract are
classified into 9 categories, they are: Land, Population, Administrative Organization,
Agriculture, Forestry, Fishery and Livestock, Mining, Industry Commerce and
Township Reconstruction, Finance, Education and Culture, Health and Environmental
Protection, and Social Welfare and Social Security. Besides previously on every
chapter, we also increase simple explanation and statistical chart before various
statistical tables to develop users’ realization.

5.The measure units used in this abstract are of metric system, but those units applied in
the summary which can not covert to metric system are remarked respectively.
